Farm to School (F2S) connects students with local farmers and food producers to promote healthy eating, provide
educational opportunities and support local economies. The primary goal of Farm to School programs is to improve
children’s access to fresh, locally grown fruits, vegetables and other farm products, while also increasing students’
knowledge and understanding of where food comes from.
