e (Certified households are required to report changes within 10 days of the date the change becomes known to the
household.

e Distribution schedules are posted at each location and provided to each participant at the time of application
approval. Distribution schedules are also available at the time of distribution.

e Tribal member or resident:

A household must be living on a reservation or an FNS approved near area in which it files an application for
participation. Households living in these approved areas may participate in the program as an Indian Tribal Household
if at least one household member is recognized as a tribal member of any Indian tribe.

o Eligibility notices will be printed and given to participants upon approval, denial or upon request when an
eligibility specialist is able, otherwise notice will be mailed to participant upon return to the agriculture office.

e Adults who are non-household members may be designated by the head of the household, the spouse, or another
responsible member of the household.

o The State will hold the household liable for any excess distribution of USDA Commodities which results from
erroneous information given by the authorized representative. In addition, the household has primary
responsibility to resolve any questionable information.
